In the midst of steadily
worsening  ¢conomic  ¢on-
dittons, it may sound some-
what fanciful to devote
valuable financial resources

However, Harman firmly
believes  the  Yellow
Submarine program is hav-
ing a ripple affect; “pencr-
ating a greater interest in
music all round, which will
eventually help the music
industry.”
