Perhaps the greatest
scourge in the world today is
terrorism. Terrorist acts oc-
cur around the world, especi-
ally in the Middle East, and
incidents are regularly re-
ported in the media.

The relevancy of this issue
prompted the Community
Forum Committee of Iid-
monton Women’s ORT to
hold a panel discussion last
month on the subject.

Panelists included Dr Les-
lie Green, an international
Jawyer and Professor at the
University of - Alberta; Dr
Don Carmichael, Associate
Professor of Political Sci-
ence at the U of A; and Dr
Lew Hamburger, Executive
Director of the Jewish
Community Centre, where
the panel was held. Dr
Frances Adam of the U of A

- and Concordia College was

moderator.

‘““Terrorism is difficult to
define,” stated Dr Adam.
“It's a dangerous word to
use, an emotional term."’

Dr Green defined terror-
ism as an act of violence in
which an innocent third
party is involved. IFor exam-
ple, he said, when the Irish
Republican Army commits a
murder in Germany, it is an
act of terrorism. Although
the IRA's conflict is with
EEngland, it has brought an
innocent third party, Ger-
many, into the conflict.

““When the PLO plants a

bomb in Tel Aviv, it is a
war,”” Dr Green continued.
“When it bombs the Israeli
Embassy in Thailand, it is a
terrorist act."”

Dr Green stated that the
United Nations will condemn
terrorism, but not acts of
violence committed in the
name of a ‘‘national libera-
tion movement’’. Thus, the
Palestine Liberation Organi-
zation, when perpetrating a
crime in the name of its
movement, will not be con-
demned.

“It is more important to
maintain rules of conduct
than submit to blackmail,"
Dr Green said when discuss-
ing how to deal with terror-
1Ists. He cited the American
[Embassy takeover in Iran as

normal/abnormal act of

an example of how not to
deal with acts of this nature.

Dr Green suggested that
an international reserve
squad, consisting of Ger-
man, Dutch, Israeli, Italian
and Japanese soldiers
should be formed. ‘‘The
Yanks shouldn't be
involved,” he said emphati-
cally.

Lew Hamburger’s partici-
pation in the panel was an
integral part of the evening,
for he was able to talk about
terrorism from the victim’s
standpoint.

One morning in 1977, the
city of Washington, D.C,,
was brought to a standstill
by fifteen. fundamentalist
Muslims who besieged a
mosque, the city hall, and
the B'nai B’rith building

where Dr Hamburger was
working at the time. For two
days he and his colleagues
were captives of these peo-
ple,

‘““Being Jewish helped,”
Dr Hamburger said, when
describing how he coped
with the ordeal, ‘‘The Jewish
way is that life goes on.
Knowing that made the af-
termath that much easier to
deal with.”

He also said that humour
made the situation more tol-
erable. ‘‘My secretary and I
were hiding from them in a
closet,” he recalled. ‘“Fin-

ally they found us and |

threatened to start shooting
if we didn’t come oul. We
looked at each other,
shrugged our shoulders, and
opened the door.”

Dr Hamburger agreed
with Dr Green when it came
to dealing with terrorist si-
tuations. ‘I would rather
have had the place stormed
than give in to them.,” he
said.

Dr Hamburger, a native of
Baltimore, Maryland, also
agreed that Americans
should not be involved in any
anti-terrorist squads.

The media’s coverage of
terrorist actions was critic-
ized by the panelists. Dr
Green maintained that in the

has interferred in rescue op-
erations, and their indiscre-
tion has caused unnecessary
deaths.

Dr Hamburger recalled |

the media’s insensitivity
during his ordeal. ‘“They
kept calling my wife to ask
her how she felt,”” he remem-
bered. ‘‘When she wouldn'’t
speak to them, they asked to
talk to the children.”

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' Nicaraguan Rebels Maintain
Weapons Come from Israelis

JERUSALEM (JTA) — Isracl
issued a categorical denial on April
24 that il is supplying arms to
Nicaraguan rebels, and denounced
reports that it was doing so as
“baseless rumours"’

The denial, by Pormgn Ministry
spokesman Yosef Amihood, fol-
lowed a report in the United States
on NBC television news that Israel
was supplying Soviet-made wea-
pons to rebels fighting the Sandini-
sta government, at the behest of
{he U.S.

In its report from a Contra rebel

base in Honduras, NBC showed a

47-year-old C-47 transport plane
landing at an airsirip some 110
miles from Managua, Nicaragua,
bringing supplies for the 11,000
U.S.-backed guerrillas fighting to
topple the leftist Nicaraguan gov-
ernment. Contra leader Enrigque
Bermudez told NBC, ‘“We received
some weapons from Israel. The
weapons were taken from the PLO
in Lebanon’’ during the war.

NBC claimed that Israel was
supplying 25% of the rebel’s arms
under an agreement reached dur-
ing a visit in 1982 to Honduras by
then Israel Defense Minister Ariel
Sharon. The report said the rebels
wanted Soviet weapons because
they could supplement them with
arms captured from Nicaraguan
forces which were supplied by
Cuba and the Soviet Union. NBC
also said that the aged C-47 plane
that served as the Contras lifeline
was supplied by the U.S.

Mr Amihood, in his statement,
said Israel ‘‘dented altogether
these basecless rumours ... They

are ridiculous. This is a mean
attempt to slur Israel’s standing
abroad, and her international re-
putation.”

Survey Finds 40-45% Get
Jewish Education in Diaspora

JERUSALEM (JTA) — About 40
to 45 per cent of diaspora Jewish
children aged thrce through 17
receive some form of Jewish
education, either in day schools or
in supplementary education insti-
tutions (Sunday schools or evening
classes).

This is the basic finding of a
major scientific survey of diaspora
Jewish education undertaken by
the Hebrew University's Institute
for Contemporary Jewry on behalf
of the Joint Program for Jewish
Education,

The survey is the first centrally
organized census of Jewish schools
ever undertaken on a global scale
for a single period of time (1982),
using scientific techniques of data
collection and processing,

The report, compiled by Prof
Allie Dubb, was submitted recen-
tly to the World Zionist Organiza-
tion chairmaii Leon Dulzin in his

capacity as head of the Joint

Program. It covers the entire
diaspora, with the exception of the
Soviet bloc countries. Rumania
and Hungary, however, are inclu-

ded.
Dubb is the director of the

Institute’s Project for Jewish Edu-
cational Statistics.

U.S. Figures Below Average

In absolute terms, the report
refers to some 540,000 Jewish boys

and girls in the diaspora attending
3,330 educational institutions. The

report showed a pronounced dis-

parity between the United States
and the rest of the diaspora in
terms of school atlendance. The
U.S. figure, 28 per cent, is signifi-
cantly lower than the «grerall
diaspora average. In Englu(l{ltll; the
figure is 47 per cent; in other
countries the figures range from 67
(o 100 per cent,

These percentages are of Jewish
children who receive Jewish edu-
calion in some form. In the U.S., 72
per cent of Jewish pupils receiving
Jewish education attend supple-
mentary education institutions.

I'or the entire diapsora, the
proportion of pupils enrolled in the
first six grades of day schools is 1.6
times higher than those enrolled in
grades seven and up. This may be
due, Dubb says, to a preference for
public school secondary education,
or to the more limited availability
of Jewish secondary schools be-
cause of cost or other reasons.

The dropout rate at Bar/Bal
Mitzvah in supplementary schools
is found to be even higher than the
drop in attendance in the day
schools between elementary and
secondary levels. IF'ully 70 per cent
of supplementary school pupils
quit after Bar/Bat Mitzvah.

Most Day Schools Orthodox

Another key finding was that in
the entire diaspora, two-thirds of
the day schools are Orthodox,
ranging from  ultra-religious
through mainstream Orthodoxy to

Furor Over Moscow Matzah
Hints at Rise ot Orthodoxy

MOSCOW (JCNS) — Passover
preparations in Moscow last month
were overshadowed by controv-
ersy. Ultra-Orthodox Jews, includ-
ing some refuseniks, complained
that the matzot baked in the
Moscow Synagogue bakery in Ark-
hipova Street did not met their
strict religious requirements in
this and previous years.

Some of the most oulspoken
critics this year were Jews in their
twenties, some of whom regularly
wear Chadisic dress.

Before returning to Orthodox
Judaism, they grew up in secular
homes, where parents, and often
grandparents, were atheists.

In 1982, some Orthodox Jews
were allowed to buy their own
wheat, mill it themselves and bake
shemura (watched) matzot.

The complaints highlight the
growth of Orthodoxy in Moscow,
something which would have been
regarded as hardly possible ten

years ago.

Apparently, a main basis of the
complaints is that the bakery
sometimes fails to observe a
requirement concerning the maxi-
mum time that can be allowed to
elapse between mixing the unlea-
vened dough and the baking.

In previous years, matzot have
been available for sale outside the
Moscow Synagogue twice a week
in the weeks preceding Pesach.
Each individual was permitted to
buy five kilograms, but so great
was the demand, that queues of
more than 1,000 people formed.

The religious revival among
Soviet Jews has been called ‘““the
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most miraculous development in
recent Jewish history’’ by Profes-
sor Herman (Yirmiyahu) Brano-
ver of Ben-Gurion Umversity, in
Beersheva.

Professor Branover, a scientist,
is a one-time Communist who
became a baal teshuva (religious
penitent). He was allowed to leave
the Soviet Union 1n 1972.

There are now estimated to be
about 2,000 baalei teshuva in the
whole of the Soviel Union, several
hundred of them in Moscow. A
number dress in Chasidic garb.

All of them, Professor Branover
said, ‘*helieve in the importance of
sharing whatever they learn,
whether it is the Hebrew alphabet,
halacha or a bit of chumash and
Rashi. Everyone is simultaneously
a pupil and a teacher.”

Visitors to the Soviet Union who
see baalei teshuva walking about
the streets of Moscow in. their
black suits and black hats and with
their side curls, risking arrest by
the KGB, find it difficult to beljeve
their eyes.

‘“‘In my day, I would never have
dared to do that. No one who has
not lived in Russia can appreciate
such heroism,” Professor Brano-

ver added.
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Israel May Have
to Face '1,000s of
Years ot Terror’

TEL AVIV (JTA) — Israel may
have to face "thousands of years™
of terrorism, according to Prime
Minister Yitzhak Shamir, who
made this bleak assessment in an
interview last month with Ma'ariv,
a Tel Aviv daily newspaper.

But he added that terrorist
attacks were not a serious factor
affecting Israel’s life and develop-
ment within the present reality of
the country. He said that following
the destruction of the terrorist
infra-structure in Lebanon, the
capability of the Palestine Libera-

- tion Organization to strike against

Israel is now severely restricted.
Mr Shamir stated: ‘‘One must
know how to fight terrorism just as
one must know how to fight all the
sorts of crime from which we
suffer. We may have thousands, or
even scores of thousands, of years
of terrorism before us. Jews must
know how Lo live with the enemies
and defend themselves against
them. Even when we have peace
with all our Arab neighbours, |
don't know if terrorism against us
will disappear from the world.”

The letter is signed by *‘Mamzer
Ben-Zona'', residing in Cornwall,
Ontario. In Hebrew, the name
means ‘‘A Bastard, son of a prosti-
tute”’. A check by The Star with
directory assistance in that town
failed to reveal a telephone num-
ber for a person with this name.

The writer of the Maclean’s let-
ter (who claims to be an Israely
“living abroad'"), refers to ‘'the
ills plaguing Israel today’ and the
“disastrous policy of Israel settle-
ments on the West Bank'. The
writer states that **Unfortunately,
there is no Jesse Jackson in the
Israeli political arena to empha-
size the peace alternative and offer
solutions to the economic and so-
cial problems.”

TEL AVIV (JTA) — The
Israel Defence Force pub-
lished a grim list of civilian
and military casualties suf-
fered by Israelis at home
and abroad and by visitors to
Israel over the last nineteen
years, primarily due to acts
of terrorism.

In addition, 585 soldiers
were killed and about 3,400
were wounded during the
war in Lebanon.

According to the IDF list,

made public April 5, 730
Israelis and visitors have
been killed and 3,905 woun-
ded by terrorists since the
Palestine Liberation Organi-
zation began its operations
against Israel in 1965.

Of that number, 719 Israe-
lis — soldiers and eivilians —
were killed along the border
and in terrorist assaulls
abroad. An additional 3,753
were wounded between 1965
and the start of the war in

[.ebanon on June 5, 1982.

Since the war bepan in
Lebanon, up to and including
the terrorist attack in down-
town Jerusalem earlier this
month, eleven Israelis were
killed and 152 wounded as a
result of terrorist attacks in
Israel and on the West Bank
and Gaza Strip.

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Life Imprisonment

Each year, there are calls to release Rudolph Hess from Spandau
Prison in West Berlin. Last month, Hess turned 90, and again the calls
were heard. |

Hess, the lone prisoner at Spandau, should be freed, the argument goes,
on humanitarian grounds. The Uniled States, Britain and France would
agree to hiave him released- only the lack of compassion on the part of the
Soviet Union keeps him locked up.

Whatever the Soviet Union's motives for wanting o keep Hess in
Spandau, we find ourselves agreeing with its oflicial pronouncement:
“Nazi war ceriminals are not subject to amnesty and the Hillerite past
cannot be rehabilitated.”

Rudolph Hess was, as Hitler's deputy, responsible for unspeakable
atrocities. In 1946, at the Nuremberg trials, he was sentenced to life
imprisonment. He has, it is reported, never repented or expressed regrel
for his crimes. Is there any reason why his sentence at Nuremberg should
not be fully carried out? Should not “life imprisonment”, in the case of
Rudolph Hess, be exactly that”? .

Our world, it is true, could do with a large dose of humanity, but to
apply it to this war criminal is misguided. We were thus disappuinted to
read Lawrie Joslin's column in the Calgary Herald, favouring the release
of Hess.

Mr Joslin used the familiar argument of Hess's advanced age as a
reason for his release, calling him ““a pathetic figure'', and a ““frail old
man’’ who ‘“‘has paid a terrible price” for his crimes. Only Soviel
“vindictiveness'', according to Mr Joslin, keeps Hess a prisoner in West
Berlin. His continued imprisonment “‘mocks our civilized pretensions and
reminds us of the ugliness of revenge and man’s inhumanity to man.”

We strongly disagree with this argument, and would, in fact, turn it
around. Surely it is Hess's release which would mock “our civilized
pretensions’’. We agree that his imprisonment remains a symbol of
“‘man’s inhumanity to man” — in this case, inhumanity as made palpable
by the Nazis. It is nol the inhumanily of the prison, but of the prisoner.

By now, Hess the man may, as Mr Joslin claims in his column, have
become irrelevant. But as a symbol of bestiality he is anything but
irrelevant. It is that symbol, perhaps more than the man himself, which
must remain imprisoned. There is no statute of limitations on war
crimes; the passage of time does not lessen their horror; there is no
length of imprisonment that counts as “punishment’ or as the repayment
of a debt to society.

Revenge and vindictiveness are not reasons to pursue Nazi war
criminals, or to keep a 90-year-old man alone in a 500-cell prison. Justice
is a reason; civilization is a reason; humanity 1s 4 reason,

Today, the magnitude of the Holocaust is doubted or called into
question. Survivors of concentration camps live in our midst, yet their
testimony is termed *‘a point of view''. Spreading lies is called “freedom
of speech', and the myth of a Jewish world-conspiracy is accepted as a
“beliefl""

Rudolph Hess, too, is a survivor. As victimizer, he, too, can bear
witness. Is it revenge Lo insist that his imprisonment for life serve as
testimony for the ecrimes for which he was responsible?

We think not. Hess should remain in prison for the sake of humanity. e
should serve as a reminder of what humanity became, a living symbol of
the manifestation of evil.

Yes, cold as it may sound, Rudolph Hess the man has become
irrelevant. Whether or not he has *‘paid his debt’’ is also irrelevant. But
what he symbolizes, even at 90 years of age, is very relevant.

Perhaps there is some sort of poetic justice in his long life. After more
than forty years in prison, he, too, must surely look forward to the only
deliverance open to him — death — just as so many of his victims found
their deliverance from the horrors of the Holocaust.

Rehov Sumsum
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The distinguished American TV programme, “Sesame
Street”. now has its Israeli television version: “Rechov

Sumsum'’. 1t will likely have an extensive impact.
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he brought back to the United
States to help children learn
conversational lHebrew while they
learn aboul Israeli culture, Jewish
values, traditions and holidays.

The program is backed by the
Instructional Television Center, a
division of lIsrael's Ministry of
Fducation and Culture, and by the
Charles H. Revson Foundation.
According to El Evans, president
of the foundalion and of American
Friends of Rehov Sumsum, "It
isn't just another TV show. You
have fo project 20 years down the
road 1o evaluate the impaet of a
show like this. That's why the
Israeli government is going all out
for it.... It is expected to reach
every child in the country.
Teachers are being trained to work
with it. Eventually, we hope it will
also be brought to Canada, Great
Britain and France.”

The Israelis were concerned
with positive relationships bet-
ween Ashkenazim and Sephardim,
religious and non-religious people,
Arabs and Jews. They wanted to
expose children to Israeli lands-
capes, historic sites, cities, tradi-
tions and folklore. They also felt a
need to instill an interest in
learning Hebrew, since many chil-
dren come from homes in which
the spoken language is Arabic,
Russian or [English, or in which the
parents’ knowledge of Hebrew is
inadequate.

On Sesame Street puppels are

known as muppels, and they
interact with humans. Some of the
muppets on Rehov Sumsum are
direct translations of their Sesame
Street originals. Arik and Bentz
are facsimiles of Ernie and Bert.
However, one of the first decisions
made by the Israclis was that the
main character would have to he
distinctively Israeli. On Sesame
Street Big Bird and Oscar play the
leading roles. The Israelis decided
to have one character, uniguely
sabra. Since the desert fruit for
which the sabra is named is
prickly on the outside and sweet on
the inside, the character would
necessarily have a dual nature.
Thus, Kippie the porecupine com-
bines the affability of Big Bird with
the grumpiness of Oscar.

One result of this co-production
has been new technical skills for
Israel,

Education studies show that
youngsters who have waltched
Sesame Street during the 14 years
of its broadcasting history were
better prepared for school, parti-
cularly the crucial first year.

Today there are foreign lan-
guage co-productions of Sesame
Street in the Persian Gulf states,
France, Germany, Spain, the Ne-
therlands, Sweden and Latin Ame-
rica.

Jerusalem Day: Sorrow to Joy

A number of new Jewish holi-
days born in this generation are
struggling to enter into the Jewish
calendar and Jewish conscious-
ness permanently. The holidays
include the increasingly prominent
Yom Ha'Atzmaut (Israel Inde-
pendence Day) and Yom HaShoah
(Holocaust Remembrance Day).
The most obscure of the new days
is Yom Yerushalayim (Jerusalem
Day), which falls this year on May
J0).

Yom Yerushalayim was offici-
ally established by the Israeli
Rabbinate as a holiday to mark the
unification of Jerusalem after the
Six Day War in June 1967, and to
celebrate its full restoration to
Jewish hands for the first time in
1900 years,

A ‘‘Second Chance”’

Actually, Jerusalem Day was a
‘second chance’ celebration of
Yom Ha'Afzmaut. The original
Israel Independence Day — as the

declaration of the state itself —

caught the Rabbinate spiritually
unprepared. Although many Jews
worldwide responded to Israel,
many others went on politically
and spiritually with ‘business as
usual’ after May 15, 1948, The
Rabbinate also did not grasp the
full spiritual dimensions of the
redemptive event of our lifetime,
which matches the great events of
Exodus (Passover) or of liberation
from forced Hellenism (Chanu-
kah). It was left to the Knesset to
declare Israel Independence Day,
Ever since, the day has lacked
spiritual symbols and celebration
rituals. Many Orthodox Jews who
are accustomed to saying Psalms
of Thanksgiving (Hallel) for re-
demption still hesitated to say a

blessing over the Hallel, since not
all the rabbis authorized it.

The Six Day War gave Israel to
the Jewish people a second time. In
the anxious months of April and

May 1967, Diaspora Jewry, and

even many Israelis, saw another
Holocaust looming. (For many
Jews, that experience opened the
floodgates of emotion and con-
sciousness of the Holocaust). In-
stead of Israel’s being snatched
away, an overwhelming Israeli
triumph followed. It struck many
Jews almost as a ‘Second Coming'
of the State of Israel,

The full dimensions of the signif-
icance of Israel, of the triumph of
life and hope, as a model of
redemption for the whole world,
were suddenly made manifest,
Determined not (o repeat the
errors of lack of appreciation of the
first 19 years, the Rabbinate
declared Yom Yerushalayim a
national holiday, including Hallel
(Thanksgiving) prayers, celebra-
tion, and performing of marriages.
This joyous day was established
despite the fact that it occurs in the
middle of the sefirah period, a
classic mourning period of the
Exile, when as a sign of grief Jews
would neither celebrate nor per-
form marriages.

Since 1967, the cuphoria of the
Six Day War has subsided, and
Yom Yerushalayim is also lan-
guishing. The non-observant Jews

do not know what to do on this day,
the observant are a small percen-
tage of the Jewish people, so their
observance is lost in the shuffle.
Still others argue that it comes top
soon after Yom Ha’Atzmaul, so
who needs it?

Development of Holidays

But, in fact, there is good
precedent for this closeness. Tisha
B’Av, which commemorates/-
mourns the destruction of the
Temple, comes only three weeks
after the Fast Day of 17 Tammuz,
commemorating the breaking of
the wall of Jerusalem, the onset of
the final catastrophe.

Actually, it is not unusual for a
holiday to be accepted in fits and
starts, and to languish in neglect
periodically during the period of its
formation. There is evidence that
Chanukah and Purim grew to
maturity in the same way. Aficion-
ados of Jewish history will recog-
nize that it is a special mitzvah to
help this holiday when it is down,
because this day is a perfect sign of
the process of reversing the tide of
Jewish history. Jerusalem Day is a
second step in the shift from
powerlessness and sorrow to
power and joy, and is a symbol par
excellence of the fulfillment of
Isaiah’s words, ‘‘Your days of
mourning shall be completed.”

was a minor happy holiday,
celebrated every month as
Shabbat  was commemo-
rated every week.

Even
Yom Kippur, which was a
day of deprivation, was con-
sidered a happy day; once
the scapegoat ritual was
completed, the day turned
into an outbhurst of dance, a
nature festival, and a social
celebration.

| i The climax of this 1900
years of growing gloom and
pain came in the Holocaust.
So devastating was this cata-
sirophe that Jewish suffer-
ing could go no [further
without ending the very
| existence of the Jewish peo-
ple. The sheer magnitude of
the Holocaust forced another
grief day into the Jewish
calendar (Yom HaShoah).
The Isracli Rabbinate bela-
tedly tried to incorporate
commemoration of the Holo-
causl into the 9th Day of Av,
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but this was not accepted
because the broad public
decided that the existing
days of mourning could not
contain this overwhelming
cvent,

On the other hand, the bulk
of the Jewish people rose up
with the conclusion that
Jewish martyrdom and suf-
fering should go no lurther.
The Jewish people rase up to
{ake power, to create a state
to end the martyrdom, and
reverse the long Lide of grief
in Jewish history. ““Never
Agam! meant no more
permanent  grief davs  as
woell.

In Israel’'s War of Inde
pendence, an aroused world
Jewry beat back the invad-
ers - by the narrowest of
margins. The victory upheld
the state, and the cetebrahion
of that redemption added
Yom Ha'Atzmaut - a happy
day — to the calendar,
Significantly, Independence
Day fell on the 5th of Iyar
(during the sefirah perind).
‘Thus the modern EKxodus
reclaimed one day from the
ranks of “'sorrow days, and
added it to the “‘days of joy".
The question was: Was this a
short-run respite, or was this
the beginning of a major
reversal of historic propor-
tions [rom “‘sorrow to joy."

Shift to the Side of Joy

This question was  an-
swered in the Six Day War.
By a far greater margin,
would-be  destruction was
turned back. The margin of
victory made clear the in-
credible accomplishment of
two decades of state-building
— the perfect symbol of this
joyful discovery was  an
add-on to the achievement of
statchood, 1.¢., the reunjfica-
tion of Jerusalem. The clos-

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ing of the circle of 2,000
years of deprivation of the
focus of Jewish spirituality
and hope by the recovery of
the Temple Mount, was re-
cognized as the confirmation
of a turn in Jewish history. A
second day of celebration
wis added — Yom Yerusha-
layim.

Jerusalem Day occurred
in the sefirah period, so
another calendar day was
shifted from the side ol
sorrow to the side of joy. If
one can project the pattern,
then in lime, the day of the
Camp David signing and the
day of the signing of the final
total peace will be added
as the security and peace of
Israel’s estabbshment sinks
in and is accepted beyvond
challenge. The pattern of jov
will spread and suffuse the
calendar.

Of course, there 18 no
guarantee that the paltern
will continue to unfold in a
positive direction. Israel’s
right to exist is still chal-
lenged. Attempls are made
to inflict erushing defeat on
the Jewish people. But Jew-
ish fate is in Jewish hands,
and from year to ycar the
people get slronger and
stronger. The confidence
grows that indeed an age of
life and redemption has
bepgun.

We can anticipate the
fulfillment of the prophetic
promise that “'the {{our fast
days ] will become days of
joy and rejoicing, and good
festivals for the House ol
Judah; so love truth and
peace . (Zechariah 8:19),

kow views Jewish action and
Jewish thought in light of the
human attempt to re-create
that original unity.

Today, he is on
the faculty of the Recon-
structionist Rabbinical Col-
lege in Philadelphia, edits
the journal Menorah, and is
director of the Rainbow
Sign, a project he initiated to
seck a Jewish approach to
the nuclear arms race. He
holds a doctorate in history,
has writlen eleven books,
was a founding fellow of the
Institute for Policy Studies,
and has taught at Swarth-
more College and Temple
University.

On his journey towards
Jewish renewal, he has car-
ried with him a great deal

‘from his period as an anti-

war aclivist, but the focus of
his outlook has changed. It is
now centered on the Torah.
His approach is creative and
innovative as he shapes both

" his world-view and his every-

day actions by the teach-
ings of the Torah,

Jewish  tradition and
thought, he seeks a return to
a more intimate community
framework. It is a *‘small is
beautiful’’ approach, which
moves away from the imper-
sonal burcaucracies that
comprise many communil-
les. It is also a holistic
approach, in which deed and
thought, passion and reason,
are united, with Torah at
their centre. He is searching
not just for a Jewish pres-
ence in events, but a Jewish
perspective on issues.

His search for meaning is
al times extreme, his inter-
pretations of (radtitional
Jewish thought are often
unconventional, and some
readers may find them-
selves uncomfortable with a
number of his suggestions.
His politics, which remains
left-wing, could be termed
naive, and his view of, for
example, Islamice fundamen-

Torah to confirm his anti-
capitalist point of view will
not sit well with many
readers, particularly at a
time when a once-liberal
Jewish constituency is
becoming more conserva-
tive. Nevertheless, anyone
who was influenced by the
alternative movements of
the sixties and early seven-
ties will find an outlook that
1S al the same time both
familiar and refreshing.
There are things to be
learned from Arthur Was-
kow, without necessarily
aceepting in its entirety his
analysis, his suggestions, his
Interpretations, or even his
questions. What he offers is a
fresh approach to what are
for many, tired customs. He
reaches out to Jews who
have rejected their Jewish-
ness, or simply moved far
away from it in their every-
day lives. He brings a wel-
come vision and cnergy to
contemporary North Ameri-
can Jewish life, even if one
disagrees with him on de-
tails, or is maddened by his
very American perspeclive.
